Federal Policy Change Impacts Senior Care Facilities

Did you know that Florida
Statute 408.0435 places a
moratorium on new nursing
homes in the State of
Florida?

In addition, the Centers for
Medicare & Medicaid Ser-
vices (CMS) reduced
Medicare reimbursements to
skilled nursing facility opera-
tors by 11.1% for fiscal year
2012.

Medicare is a federal entitle-
ment program that provides
medical insurance coverage
to U.S. Citizens that are 65
years of age or older.

In Florida, Medicare patients
occupy 20.4% of available
nursing homes beds.

How does the moratorium
on new facilities and the
reduced Medicare reim-
bursement affect the market
value of Florida nursing
homes?

You might be surprised to
find out that the moratorium

has had little effect on value
while the reduced Medicare
reimbursements probably
will.
